Delorean is a young Spanish band hailing from the basque region, born in March of 2000 in with early pop ambitions. In September of 2001 Delorean released their debut album, "Silhouettes." Delorean have now recorded nine songs of enigmatic pop music, which compel even the most self-restrained of listeners to move. This album lays somewhere between the most accessible of The Cure, the coldest of The Faint, the most danceable of Radio 4, the darkest of Sunshine and the most ground-shaking of Hot Hot Heat.
